“Social Design — ‘JAGDA Connected Art Exhibitions’
Part 1 Masking Tape Project”

For three years, from 2018 to 2020, JAGDA (the Japan
Graphic Designers Association) is supporting disabled artists
and Paralympians using the “connecting power” of design.
In 2018, designers who are members of the association used
works created by disabled artists that are employed by the Able
Art Company to design various masking tapes as items for
“connecting” assorted things.

As aresult, over the last year, 172 types of tape were
produced and displayed in 25 locations across the nation,
including L oft stores and Mitsukoshi department stores.
Approximately 75,000 were sold for charity.

Although members offered their designs on a volunteer
basis, artists were paid for the use of their artworks, and three
million JPY from the sales were donated to the Paralympians
Association of Japan.

Osamu Fukushima has worked as the Chairman of the
Exhibition Committee at JAGDA since 2011. After the “Kind
Handkerchief Exhibition,” which used design to support
reconstruction after the Great East Japan earthquake, he has
been engaged in this exhibition on connections, from the
planning stage to the execution.

Born in Hiroshima City in 1958. Established Fukushima Design in 1999.

Since 2010 he has pursued the potential of design to make a social contri- bution, planning and

carrying out a variety of social projects. The numerous awards Fukushima has received include
the JAGDA New Designer Award, the Tokyo ADC Award, first prize at the International Poster
Biennial of Mexico, the NY ADC Bronze Prize, the New York Festivals Bronze Prize,Gold and

Bronze Prizes from the Cannes Lions International Festival of Creativity,and Grand Prize at

the International Poster Triennial in Toyama. A member of JAGDA, Tokyo TDC, and AGlI, he also

teaches in the Department of Design at Tokyo Polytechnic University.
